The Klitschko Brothers Foundation wantstorejuvenate
the tradition of leading a healthy lifestyle back and
create a network of children’s sport playgrounds.

Unfortunately, today Ukrainian kids spend more time sit-
ting behind computer screens and television sets instead
playing outside because their playgrounds have since
vanished as new construction projects go up in place of
them.

This led in 2005 to the creation of a network of children’s
playgrounds called, “Call you Friends — Play Together!”
where children could, irrespective of their physical capa-
bilities, actively enjoy their leisure time, physically en-
gage and improve their health.

First 10 healthy lifestyle islands were opened in Kyiv. In
2006, a strong partner joined the project, the Coca-Cola
Company, which made it a nationwide campaign and
overcome Kharkiv, Donetsk, Dnipropetrovs’k, Odesa,
Lviv. Beginning in 2007, playground locations were cho-
sen on a competitive basis in which over 600 initiative
groups and civil society organization took part. Today
62 playgrounds were erected across so that many more
young amateurs of sport could use the playgrounds’
many facets and also play basketball and table tennis.

It is a fact that fitness for the most part is a luxury for the
rich since not many could afford membership to expen-
stve fitness centers or other gyms. In the summer of 2007,
the Foundation with a partnership of “Nemiroff” com-
pany launched a new all-Ukrainian social project called,
“Together we're Building an Athletic Ukraine!” designed
to make fitness accessible to anyone in Ukraine with a de-
sire regardless of age, incomes or place of residence.

The project’s main goal is to modernize publicly acces-
sible fitness gyms in different regions of Ukraine which
foresees renovation works, the procurement of technical
equipment and other necessary athletic equipment.

Five gyms in Nemyriv, Pereyaslav-Khmelnytkyi, Kolo-
myia and Khmelnystkyi cities underwent renovation.
Again, the fitness gyms were chosen on a competitive
basis according to submitted applications from local gov-
ernments and athletic organizations.

The top criteria for choosing gyms were their overall
public availability in terms of accessibility to the public
and whether entry was free.

With this project we propose an innovative model of coop-
eration with business and government organ to achieve a
certain social impact: the Klitschko Brothers Foundation
will design and implement the social project while the
business partner provides financial assistance and the
local government provides a ten-year guarantee for the
use of the gym.

The Foundation’s founders care about the health
of children and youth in the capital of Ukraine. We
understand that in order to meet certain goals, a
comprehensive approach must be taken to solve a
problem.

In the spring of 2007, a new Klitschko Brothers Founda-
tion project was born: to improve the medical treatment
and health of children with assistance from the Arterium
pharmaceutical company. The project’s scope decided to
donate vitamins and medicine to Kyiv hospitals, policlin-
ics and child institutions.

As a result close to 30 thousand children in 15 medical
and six children institutions received aid in the city. The
recipients of the free pharmaceutical supplies were hospi-
tals, policlinics, children’s boarding homes, orphanages,
and schools. No cost medicine worth 200 thousand UAH
were issued to children who required welfare, orphans
and children without parents.

International boxing tournaments with prizes
provided by the Klitschko brothers are the largest
competitions among amateur boxers in the post-
Soviet space in which annually close to 300 boxers
take part from 25 countries.

It’s at these tournaments that many boxers start their
careers en route to victories at the most prestigious Eu-
ropean and world tournaments leading them to the most
sought after victory of all — championship in the Olympic
Games.

The final bouts at the Kyiv Palace of Sports transform into
a center not only for boxing but to the socio-cultural life of
Ukraine bringing under its roof the strongest boxers, the
best Ukrainian song artists, as well as a youthful public.
Tickets to the tournament are disseminated among youth
sport clubs, children’s boarding homes, social child as-
sistance centers, free of cost. This is the main idea of the
tournament. Indeed sport is an implicit alternative to the
streets.

The tournament’s partners are the Defense Ministry of
Ukraine, Family, Youth and Sports Ministry, Boxing Fed-
eration, Kyiv City State Administration and the Zolota-
ryova ZTU Boxing Club.

The high level at which the competition is held thankfully
to the “Nemiroff” company, which has for many years
supported world boxing events and also thanks to the
Winner Imports Ukraine company and to EnranAkros.

A bright example of providing youth with the
necessary sport infrastructure was the social
project implemented at the special boarding school
of the High School of Physical Culture in the city of
Brovary.

Today close to 400 gifted children study at the High
School. Some of the school’s most prominent athletic
alumni are Oleg Lisohor (swimming champion and
world and European record holder), Yaroslav Popovych,
Serhiy Chernyvskyi (world champions in cycling), and
Andriy Koval (European wu shu champion) as well as
many others.

The project’s results were the following: the unveiling of
a new boxing training hall, major renovation at the cen-
ter, reconstruction of the dormitory, totaling 270,000
UAH. The boarding school’s students from now on can
train at a modern training center complete with a sau-
na, and the newly remodeled dorm rooms.

The project’s realization was made possible by the finan-
cial assistance of Ukrainian and foreign companies —
UKRNET, METRO respectively — as well as others who
responded to the Foundation’s initiative.

Each one of us must make the decision of which profes-
sion to choose.

In order to improve
the prestige of such professions as scientist or lecturer, a
professor stipend foundation is established to encourage
young academics to lecture at the department of natural
sciences.

We intended to get children to think about their
futures, make the right life choices and avoid the
deadly epidemics of drug abuse and HIV/AIDS.

Today alcoholism, narcotics and toxic substance abuse
have reached epidemic proportions in Ukraine. Accord-
ing to UN statistics, Ukraine leads Europe in the spread
of HIV-AIDS. With an eye on child education and health,
the Foundation established addiction prevention through
child health and education projects as a key priority.

Between 2005-2007, the “No to drugs — no to AIDS”, cam-
paign saw a series of social issue videos on the horrific
effects of narcotics called “Make the Right Choice” broad-
cast on three national televisions with 90 percent total
television audience coverage: UT-1, 1+1 and ICTV..

The logical extension of the public prevention campaign
was the production of the documentary film “Positive
People” with support from the Klitschko Brothers Founda-
tion and the Renaissance Foundation that was presented
on World AIDS Day, December 1, 2005. The film’s goal
was to deliver a clear message to both government and
society: the only way to prevent the further spread of the
deadly HIV virus is through coordinated cooperation.

Governments and parents are responsible for
ensuring every child’s rights are respected and
protected.

But children themselves ought to know: the last word, the
last decision and last recourse of action is up to them. We
decided to tell young Ukrainians about their rights.

In 2006, the Foundation participated in the Council of
Europe’s “All Different — All Equal” campaign by pub-
lishing a pocketbook encyclopedia of child rights called
“ABCs of Your Rights” for children aged between 10 and
