In spring the fund selected children’s athletic schools that
were most in need, and in which different types of sports are
engaged within a large student body. Priority was given to
schools that had the most support from local governments
and that guaranteed their maintenance after renovation and
equipping of facilities.

Seven children’s schools became a part of the project. In
record time — in less than one year in 2011 — the following
schools underwent upgrades and were equipped with modern
sports equipment: Kyiv, Kamyanetsk-Podilsky (Khmelntysky
region), Horlivka (Donetsk region), Sieverodonetsk (Luhansk
region), Khotyn (Chernivtsi region), Sevastopol (Crimea) and
Dniproderzhynsk (Dnipropetrovsk region).

Unfortunately, for many residents of small towns
and villages, having a playground to call your own is just a
dream.

The CALL YOUR FRIENDS, LET’S PLAY TOGETHER proj-
ect implemented by the Klitschko Brothers Foundation and
supported by the Coca-Cola Company gives children this op-
portunity to engage in sports and stay fit.

The project’'s main tasks are to revive the tradition of main-
taining a healthy lifestyle, to create conditions for family rec-
reation, and to contribute to children’s health by forming a
network of children’s playgrounds in Ukraine’s cities and vil-
lages.

Choosing where a children’s playground is set up is done
on a competitive basis. Anyone can apply if they follow the
simple terms and conditions of the competitive bid, and con-
vincingly demonstrate why the playground is needed.

There are 99 modern playgrounds standing today within the
project framework bringing joy to Ukrainian children in differ-
ent corners of the nation. In the last three years the project
has reached 36 remote towns and villages where no sports
facilities were left.

Next summer in commemoration of the 2012 European soc-
cer championship taking place in Ukraine, the hundredth
playground will be ceremoniously commissioned, but not the
last one.

The foundation takes pride in this project. And for thousands
of young Ukrainians, having a playground near their house is
already the standard.

In order to promote healthy lifestyles, the Foundation not only
sets up children’s playgrounds, but also regularly holds ath-
letic and recreational events there.

They’re designed to involve as many children as possible in
physical exercise and organize leisure activities for school-
children during the summer break.

And since 2009 the Coca-Cola Company has supported the
Foundation’s initiative as part of its global corporate social
responsibility efforts to implement social programs.

Regular sporting contests were first organized in Kyiv on
playgrounds set up by the Foundation. Contest participants
normally were disadvantaged children, and children from sin-
gle-parent homes or large families who during the economic
crisis couldn’t afford a summer vacation to the sea or send
their children to a summer camp. The winning team earned a
trip to the largest theme park in Europe: Germany’s Europa
Park.

In 2010, organizations that won last year’'s CALL YOUR
FRIENDS, LET'S PLAY TOGETHER contest held sporting
programs in 12 regions of Ukraine. Under the terms of the
competition, organizations that work with children had to
submit leisure activity proposals. The 12 best programs won
playgrounds where they would implement their proposed pro-
grams for their children. Over the summer break, children
played games and took part in other activities whereas the
most active and quickest participants together with their orga-
nizers were invited to Kyiv for a final celebratory event.

In 2011, a contest was held to determine where to set up
12 more playgrounds for children, their parents and relatives,
who lead active and healthy lifestyles, and who together play
sports or engage in tourism, as well as strive to share their
experiences. The winners regularly shared their experience
with other families living near them by organizing various
competitions, games, and quests. They also had the oppor-
tunity to use an extra set of tools for outdoor sports games
provided by the Klitschko Brothers Foundation.

The main goal of the BUILDING AN ATHLETIC UKRAINE
TOGETHER! Nationwide social program is to make sports in
Ukraine accessible to all comers irrespective of their financial
state, age and residential address. It was launched in 2007
with the support of the Nemiroff Company.

The program upgrades and reequips public boxing halls cho-
sen on a competitive basis. The program’s partners join their
efforts to renovate, install new sporting equipment and en-
sure free access to the boxing halls to all comers. Eight re-
vamped boxing halls in different regions of the country have
already opened their doors to young athletes.

In 2010, a new program area was introduced in which well-
known Ukrainian boxers gave master classes in support of
those who choose to lead healthy lifestyles and strive to
achieve success in sports. Notable Ukrainian boxing champi-
ons Max Bursak and Viacheslav Uzelkov shared their boxing
secrets in the renovated halls. A real treat for all visitors to the
boxing halls came when world champion Wladimir Klitschko
gave a master class in Kyiv in March 2011.

The upgraded athletic halls operate in the following cities:
Nemyriv (Vinnytsia region), Pereyaslav-Khmelnytsky (Kyiv
region), Mariupol (Donetsk region), Khmelnytsky, Kolomyia
(Ivano-Frankivsk region), Ternopil, Hola Prystan (Kherson re-
gion) and Zhmerynka (Vinnytsia region).

The tournament’s purpose is not only determining the winner,
but also lighting a new star on the sky of sports.

Each year the tournament takes more than 1000 guests. The
contest has Category A status and is listed on the official cal-
endar of the European Amateur Boxing Association. This is
where many athletes embark on the road to the most pres-
tigious European and world tournaments, and subsequently
leads athletes to the most desired and important victory —
winning in the Olympic Games.

In summer 2011 the Klitschko Brothers Foundation
started an educational project aimed at helping children
without parental care adapt to the realities of adult life.
Named the Success Workshop, the summer education-
al camp program aimed at combining active recreation
with developing key life skills in children living in six
boarding homes in Kyiv region.

Over the past decade, summer teens aged 10 to 16
years were trained to set goals and achieve them, to
correctly express their views, take responsibility for their
actions, and work in a team to achieve success.

Training was conducted in a 10-day business game,
during which children learned to shoot movies under
the guidance of professionals: independently create
a concept, script writing, staging production, shooting
and editing. Indeed, the television format allowed the
teenagers to follow a difficult path in 10 days to achieve
success: from forming an idea to the final product of a
movie and receive recognition from their circle of friends
during its premiere.

Well-known Ukrainian personalities would visit the
camp each day to share their success secrets with the
children. Every camper could take an interview of the
famous presenter Pavlo Shylka, or sing together with
singer Gaitana, or even dance the camp’s signature
dance with Wladimir Klitschko. Being next to your idol
and taking after them is the best motivation for learning,
setting goals and achieving success.

Samsung Electronics became the partner of Success
Workshop and provided all the necessary equipment for
the summer camp. When the camp ended, the equipment
was donated to the boarding houses where the campers
reside.

In order ensure Success Workshop’s continuation, the
Klitschko Brothers Foundation gave a special training
course to the boarding homes of Kyiv region. Teach-
ers for three days learned how to master the method of
holding “workshops” and support their activity in their
learning institutions.

The purpose of the ECO PICTURE DIARY contest is to instill
in children a caring attitude towards nature, promote environ-
mental awareness and develop in schoolchildren a sense of
involvement in solving environmental problems.

A special ECO-journal was proposed to the young contest
participants inside of which, together with their parents, they
could submit their ideas over the course of five days. Some
1,000 journals are submitted each year to the contest in
which schoolchildren offer their ideas on alternative energy
use, the application of environmentally-friendly transport, ef-
ficient use of water and forest preservation, tree and bush
planting, as well as the prevention of harmful emissions into
the atmosphere.

— will represent Ukraine at the Eco Picture Diary contest at
UNESCO’s headquarters in Paris.

In September 2009 Ukrainian society witnessed the presen-
tation of new youth project launched jointly by the Klitschko
Brothers Fund and Konrad Adenauer Foundation called,
“IMPROVE THE HEALTH OF SOCIETY!” The project’s goal
is to encourage Ukraine’s youth to think what constitutes a
healthy society and what kind of role their activities can play
in building a tolerant and responsible society. The project has
already had a resonating effect in society.

The project is taking place in three stages. The first step in
implementing “IMPROVE THE HEALTH OF SOCIETY” is a
single-topic essay contest. Its task is to identify a group of
young leaders who wish to contribute to building a healthy
society in Ukraine.

In the next stage the 50 best essayists take part in a seminar
called, “CREATIVE STUDIOS,” where they gain theoretical
and practical knowledge necessary to transform their ideas
into deeds that would build a healthy society with real proj-
ects. After the five-day seminar, the participants will have ac-
quired skills and received useful suggestions, work out their
ideas and create projects aimed at improving the different
areas of public life.

During the final stage, graduates of “CREATIVE STUDIOS”
present their projects in a small grants competition with the
best ones receiving financing.

Results of the first wave of “Improve the Health of Society”
saw 10 wonderful projects spring to life, each one aimed at
tackling problems in different social areas. They included
raising the cultural level of a community, the search for new
talent, making cities greener, as well as giving elective cours-
es to children of an orphanage. Each project is notable for its
originality, relevance and humanistic approach.

Kharkiv resident Anna Korbut had the best project designed
to raise the level of social activism, responsibility and toler-
ance among youth. The contest winner visited Germany.

In 2011 organizers launched the second wave of the project
with the continued goal of bringing youthful bright ideas to life.

The Klitschko Brothers Fund has on an international level
teamed up with world renowned charity organizations. Over
the last three years we’ve continued working with the Lau-
reus Sport for Good Foundation, expanded cooperation with
UEFA, the Round Table Germany charity foundation as well
as with another German foundation called A Heart for Chil-
dren.

The cooperation centers on helping children in need, provid-
ing quality health services to young Ukrainians and support
youth initiatives.

In the framework of preparing for the 2012 European football
championship, Vitaliy Klitschko became the ambassador for
the UEFA EURO 2012 volunteer program. He urged youth
join in the preparations and conduct of the tournament. The
results surpassed all expectations: the volunteer program in
Ukraine and Poland set a new record for recruiting volun-
teers — 24,000 candidates applied from 142 countries around
the world. These figures elevated the project’s status making
it the largest volunteer program in the history of European
football.

The Klitschko brothers have been cooperating with the Ger-
man fund A Heart for Children for several now. The dona-
tions collected by the organization have gone towards help-
ing children from Ukraine. In particular, this year a large sum
of money was allocated to supprt the children’s department
of the A.P. Romodanov Institute of Neurosurgery (Kyiv) and
the children’s department of the Main District Hospital of Nav-
rodychi (Polissya, 3rd Exclusion Zone). Most of the children
that live in the district of Polissya have the following health
problems: anemia, endocrine system disease, respiratory ill-
nesses, and oncology diseases.

In 2011 the Round Table Germany charity organization under
the patronage of Wladimir Klitschko implemented in Ukraine
the project “1,000 children see, 1,000 children hear.” Thanks
to this project, 1,000 visually impaired Ukrainian children and
1,000 hearing impaired Ukrainian children were given eye
glasses and hearing aids, having the chance to now learn in
regular schools, and not in special learning institutions.
